AUGUST IN THE GARDEN
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PLAN: To start a compost heap with grass
clippings, vegetable kitchen waste, shredded
paper and coffee grounds (with filter!) Not
recommended unless you maintain an internal
temperature of around 140 degrees Fahenheit
are fats, animal waste, cooked leftovers, which
can attract rodents. Start cuttings for winter
house plants. Dry clippings for mulch. Solarize
new planting beds by mowing very short,
stretching clear plastic over the area, and
leaving for 6 — 8 weeks or longer. Note: Clear
plastic must be used, not black! In order for the
sun to kill the grass and weeds, it must be
allowed to get through to the surface! Prepare
cold frames in which to sow seeds at the end of
the month.

PRUNE: Cut out sucker growth. Cut out dead
canes and wilted blooms on roses. Keep runners
pruned off wisteria and perennial morning glory.
Remove seed pods from Crape Myrtles to
encourage new bloom.

PLANT: Carnations, hollyhocks, larkspur, pinks,
pansies, snapdragons, stocks. Transplant
Japanese and Siberian Iris.

FERTILIZE: Mums after pinching back. Roses at
the end of the month, for fall bloom.

SPRAY & DUST: Mums and roses. Check for
scale on shrubs.

WEATHER PROTECTION : Soak beds where
spider lilies (Lycoris radiata) are planted so they
will bloom in September. Maidenhair fern
should be kept well watered.

BLOOMING: althea, ageratum, balsam, celosia,
cornflower, canna, crinum, daylilies, zinnia,
shrimp plant and much more!

VEGETABLES: (Give or take a few days.)

Bush and Pole beans 8/15-9/15; Sweet Corn
and Cucumbers through 8/15; Garlic 8/10-
10/20; Swiss Chard, Mustard, Turnip 8/20-
11/15; Pepper and Tomato plants (not seed)
8/1-9/15); Squash, Summer and Winter,
through 8/20; Irish Potatoes 8/15 — 8/31.

Keep those herbs sheared to encourage new
growth, and keep enjoying them!
